I. INFORMATION ABOUT SPONSOR, AMC AND TRUSTEE COMPA NIES
A. Constitution of the Mutual Fund

IDFC Mutual Fund (“the Mutual Fund” or “the Fundpreviously known as Standard Chartered
Mutual Fund (which was earlier known as ANZ GrindlaMutual Fund) had been constituted as a
Trust in accordance with the provisions of the émdirrusts Act, 1882 (2 of 1882) vide a Trust Deed
dated December 29, 1999. The office of the Sub<gRegiof Assurances at Mumbai had registered
the Trust Deed establishing the Fund under thedRagjon Act, 1908. The Fund was registered with
SEBI vide registration number MF/042/00/3 dated ¢hat3, 2000. A deed of amendment to the Trust
Deed has been executed and registered to recoip@izehange in sponsor of the Mutual Fund. The
deed of variation to the Trust Deed, dated Ma@ 3008, made IDFC the sponsor of the Mutual Fund
and IDFC AMC Trustee Company Limited, the Trustee.

IDFC / its nominees acquired 100% equity shargh@fsset Management Company and the Trustee
Company and further contributed an amount of R80W; to the corpus of the Fund (the total
contribution of the sponsors till date includingstioontribution, stands at Rs. 30,000). The Trast h
been formed for the purpose of pooling of capitanf the public for collective investment in
securities / any other property for the purpos@raividing facilities for participation by persons a
beneficiaries in such properties/ investments arttie profits / income arising there from.

B. Sponsor

IDFC Mutual Fund is sponsored by Infrastructure &epment Finance Company Limited (IDFC).
The sponsor is the settler of the Mutual Fund Trlise sponsor has entrusted a sum of Rs. 30,000 to
the Trustees as its contribution towards the cogbulse Mutual Fund.

IDFC is a leading diversified financial institutigproviding a wide range of financing products and
fee-based services with infrastructure as its f@ases. IDFC’s key businesses include project firanc
investment banking, asset management, principakinvents and advisory services. IDFC also works
closely with government entities and regulatorgnitia to advise and assist in formulating policy an
regulatory frameworks that support private investmend public-private partnerships in
infrastructure development.

IDFC was established in 1997 as a private secttargmise by a consortium of public and private
investors and operates as a professionally managachercial entity. IDFC listed its equity shares in
India pursuant to an initial public offering in Aust 2005. As at March 31, 2009, IDFC's
shareholders included the Government of India 2@a&, FII/FDI — 39.5%, and public / others

ANZ sold the mutual fund busines&tandard Chartered Bank (SCB) in 2001, pursuant
to which SCB held 100% stake in the equity shapitakof the Trustee Company. SCB agreed to sell
the business to Infrastructure Development Finddampany Limited (IDFC) in 2008. Pursuant to
the transaction, IDFC/ its nominees hold 100% efdhares of the Trustee Company. The company
has now been renamed as IDFC AMC Trustee Companitdd (which was earlier known as IDFC
AMC Trustee Company Private Limited). It shall thgh its Board of Directors discharge its
obligation as Trustee of IDFC Mutual Fund. The Teesensures that the transactions entered into by
the AMC are in accordance with the SEBI Regulatiand will also review the activities carried on
by the AMC.

f. Prepared a compliance manual which is updayadduding all the provisions of regulations
and guidelines issued by SEBI from time to time dedigned internal control mechanisms
including internal audit systems commensurate #ighsize of the mutual fund;

g. Specified norms for empanelment of brokersraadketing agents.

h. Obtained, wherever required under these ragakatprior in principle approval from the
recognised stock exchange(s) where units are pedposhe listed.

The Trustee shall ensure that the AMC has bekgernt in empanelling the brokers, in
monitoring securities transactions with brokers andiding undue concentration of business
with any broker.

The Trustee is required to ensure that the AME bt given any undue or unfair advantage to
any associate or dealt with any of the associatéseoAMC in any manner detrimental to the
interests of the Unitholders.

The Trustee is required to ensure that the acimns entered into by the AMC are in accordance
with the Regulations and the Scheme.

The Trustee is required to ensure that the AM&ES hbeen managing the Scheme (s)
independently of other activities and has takengadt steps to ensure that the interest of
investors of one Scheme are not compromised witisethof any other Scheme or of other
activities of the AMC.

The Trustee is required to ensure that all ttiviges of the AMC are in accordance with the
provisions of the Regulations.

Where the Trustee has reason to believe thatahduct of the business of the Fund is not in
accordance with these Regulations and the Schemmedtuired to take such remedial steps as
are necessary by it and to immediately inform S&Bhe violation and the action taken by it.

Each Director of the Trustee is required to ¥ilgh the Trust the details of his transactions of
dealings in securities on a quarterly basis.

The Trustee is accountable for and is requdoe the custodian of the Fund’s property of the
respective Scheme and to hold the same in trush&benefit of the Unitholders in accordance
with the Regulations and the provisions of the TResed.

The Trustee is required to take steps to erthateéhe transactions of the Fund are in accomlanc
with the provisions of the Trust Deed.

The Trustee is responsible for the calculatibany income due to be paid to the Fund and also
of any income received in the Mutual Fund for thaders of the Units of any Scheme in
accordance with the Regulations and the Trust Deed.

The Trustee is required to obtain the consktiteoUnitholders of a Scheme:

a. When the Trustee is required to do so by SEBh@&interest of the Unitholders of that
Scheme, or

b. Upon a requisition made by three-fourths of thetholders of any Scheme under the Fund
for that Scheme, or

c. If a majority of the Trustees decide to windtp Scheme or prematurely redeem the Units.

The Trustee is required to ensure that no ahanthe fundamental attributes of any Scheme or
the trust or fees and expenses payable or any offasige which would modify the Scheme and
affect the interest of Unitholders, shall be cateit unless,

a. a written communication about the proposed ghais sent to each Unitholder and an
advertisement is given in one English daily newspdyaving nationwide circulation as well
as in a newspaper published in the language akthien where the head office of the mutual
fund is situated; and

b. the Unitholders are given an option to exithet prevailing net asset value without any exit
load.

The Trustee is required to call for the detaflransactions in securities by the directors leeyl
personnel of the AMC in their own names or on biebihe AMC and report the same to SEBI
as and when called for.

The Trustee is required to review quarterly trahsactions carried out between the Fund, the
AMC and its associates.

The Trustee is required to review quarterlg ttet worth of the AMC and in case of any
shortfall ensure that the AMC makes up for the galbras per clause (f) of sub regulation (1) of
Regulation 21 of the Regulations.

The Trustee is required to periodically reveshservice contracts such as custody arrangements
and transfer agency, and satisfy itself that sumhtracts are executed in the interest of the
Unitholders.

The Trustee is required to ensure that themoigonflict of interest between the manner of
deployment of its net worth by the AMC and the iiest of the Unitholders.

The Trustee is required to periodically revibe investor complaints received and the redressal
of the same by the AMC.

The Trustee is required to abide by the Code ofdQonhas specified in the Fifth Schedule of the
Regulations.

No amendment to the trust deed shall be carriedwdtliout the prior approval of SEBI and
unitholders approval would be obtained where g&f the interest of the unitholders.

The Trustee has to furnish to SEBI on a halflyebasis:
a. areport on the activities of the Fund;

b. a certificate stating that the Trustees hauesfesl themselves that there have been no
instances of self dealing or front running by arfiyth@ directors of the Trustee Company,
directors and key personnel of the AMC,;

c. a certificate to the effect that the AMC hasrbenanaging the Schemes independently of any
other activities and in case any activities of ttegure referred to in Regulations 24, sub
regulation (2) of the Regulations have been unkeniathe AMC has taken adequate steps to
ensure that the interest of the Unitholders isemteid.

The Regulations and the Investment Management Aggaeshall govern the duties and responsibilitfes o
the AMC. The AMC, in the course of managing theiasf of the Mutual Fund, has the power, inter-alia:

to formulate strategies, lay down policies fepldyment of funds under various Schemes and
set limits collectively or separately for privatglfaced debentures, unquoted debt instruments,
securitised debts and other forms of variable séesiwhich are to form part of the investments
of the Trust Funds;

to arrange for investments, deposits or oth@lajenent as well as disinvestments or refund out

the IDFC Mutual Fund.

Obligations of the AMC, as specified in the SEBI (Mtual Funds) Regulations 1996 are as

under:

(1) The asset management company shall take abnehle steps and exercise due diligence to
ensure that the investment of funds pertainingpostheme is not contrary to the provisions oféhes
regulations and the trust deed.

(2) The asset management company shall exercisedifigence and care in all its investment
decisions as would be exercised by other persogeged in the same business.

(3) The asset management company shall be respoifigilthe acts of commissions or omissions by
its employees or the persons whose services haregrecured by the asset management company.

(4) The asset management company shall submitetérdistees quarterly reports of each year on its
activities and the compliance with these regulation

(5) The trustees at the request of the asset mar@ageompany may terminate the assignment of the
asset management company at any time:
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Provided that such termination shall become effectinly after the trustees have accepted the
termination of assignment and communicated thegisttn in writing to the asset management
company.

(6) Notwithstanding anything contained in any caotror agreement or termination, the asset
management company or its directors or other aSichall not be absolved of liability to the
mutual fund for their acts of commission or omissiowhile holding such position or office

(7) (&) An asset management company shall not grany broker associated with the sponsor,
purchase or sell securities, which is average ofds%nore of the aggregate purchases and sale of

(YTM) for up to next 15 days and are to be amodiae YTM on a straight-line basis from that
level.

Trades in ADRs/GDRs /other foreign securities Idh@laccounted for on the day following the
trade on the relevant stock exchanges where sucRsAEDRs/other foreign securities are
listed viz. New York Stock Exchange, NASDAQ, Lond8tock Exchange (LSE), Luxembourg
Stock Exchange etc. The valuation of such investsngimall be done at the last traded price of
the previous day on the relevant exchange wherAEH&/GDR/other foreign securities is listed
and traded. For instance, in case of GDR listedw@®mbourg Stock Exchange, the last traded
price on Luxembourg Stock Exchange shall be usedhi® purpose of valuation. In case of
GDRs listed on more than one foreign stock exchathgescheme shall use the last traded price
on LSE, in the absence of which last traded pricéuxembourg stock exchange shall be used.
If the GDR was not traded on Luxembourg stock ergeatoo, the last traded price on such
other stock exchange as the AMC may deem apprepstadll be used for portfolio valuation,
the intention being to provide fair valuation te timvestors of the Scheme. In case of an ADR
listed on more than one stock exchange the ladedrgprice on NYSE shall be used for
valuation. If the ADR is not traded on NYSE, thetlgaded price on NASDAQ shall be used
for valuation and if the ADR is not traded on NASQAoo0, the last traded price on such other
stock exchange as the AMC may deem appropriate lsealsed for portfolio valuation, the
intention being to provide fair valuation to the@stors of the Scheme.

In the absence of prices on any exchange on theecoed valuation date, the price prevailing
at the close of business on the previous datead&tin such ADR/GDR/other foreign securities
shall be used for valuation provided that such ipressdate is not more than 30 days prior to the
date of valuation.

Valuation policy for foreign debt instruments :

Where Debt Instruments are listed and regularlyedaon stock exchanges the last traded price
at the close of business will be considered fouatidn. In view of the time zone difference it is
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possible that the price taken for valuation woutdthe previous day’s closing price. Since the
traded price would be in foreign currency the cosim rate to INR would also be as of the
previous day.

Where the securities are either not listed on stoahanges or listed but not traded, but whose
prices are transmitted via news agency such aseReliBloomberg / Bridge, the prices at a
predetermined time from a predetermined sourcee(paguld be considered for the valuation.
It will be the responsibility of the fund to ensuteat the source is reliable and authentic for
valuation purpose and reflects the fair prices.

For Debt Instruments where regular market-makingiifia is available, the bid price will be
taken for valuation. The fund will procure tradalyjleotes from the market maker i.e. quotes at
which actual buying and selling can happen . Thmrnanication for two-way quotes would be
documented.

2) Thinly Traded Securities / Non-Traded Securitieg Unlisted Equity Securities
i) Thinly Traded Equity/Equity related securities

When trading in an equity / equity related secufitych as convertible debentures, equity warrants,
etc.) in a month is less than Rs. 5 lakh and the twlume is less than 50,000 shares, it shall be
considered as a thinly traded security and valaedrdingly.

Where a stock exchange identifies the "thinly tcdsecurities by applying the above parameters for
the preceding calendar month and publishes/provigdesequired information along with the daily
guotations, the same can be used by the Fund.

If the share is not listed on the stock exchangbghvprovide such information, then it will be
obligatory on the part of the Fund to make its aamalysis in line with the above criteria to check
whether such securities are thinly traded whichldidlven be valued accordingly.

In case trading in an equity security is suspenged 30 days, then the last traded price would be
considered for valuation of that security. If aruiég security is suspended for more than 30 days,
then the AMC/Trustees will decide the valuationmsrto be followed and such norms would be
documented and recorded.

(ii) Non-Traded Equity Securities

When a security (other than debt and Governmeniriies) is not traded on any stock exchange for a
period of 30 days prior to the Valuation Day, thesis treated as non-traded scrip.

As the money market securities are valued on tkeslod amortization (cost plus accrued interekt til
the beginning of the day plus the difference betw#ee redemption value and the cost spread
uniformly over the remaining maturity period of timstruments) a similar process should be adopted
for non-traded debt securities with residual métuof upto 182 days, in the absence of any other
standard benchmarks in the market. Debt secuptieshased with residual maturity of upto 182 days
are to be valued at cost (including accrued inteittgshe beginning of the day) plus the differenc
between the redemption value (inclusive of intgrasid cost spread uniformly over the remaining
maturity period of the instrument. In case of atdedzurity with maturity greater than 182 dayshat t
time of purchase, the last valuation price plusw@ad interest should be used instead of purchaste co
All other non-traded Non Government debt instrureesitall be valued using the method suggested
below.

(I(B) NON-TRADED/ THINLY TRADED DEBT SECURITIES O F OVER 182 DAYS TO
MATURITY:

For the purpose of valuation, all Non-Traded Deéti8ities would be classified into “Investment
grade” and “Non-Investment grade” securities basetheir credit ratings. The non-investment grade
securities would further be classified as “Perforgiiiand “Non Performing” assets.

All Non Government investment grade debt secitidassified as not traded, shall be valued
on yield to maturity basis as described below.

All Non Government non investment grade performileipt securities would be valued at a
discount of 25% to the face value.

All Non Government non-investment grade non-peniag debt securities would be valued
based on the provisioning norms.

The approach in valuation of non-traded debt séearis based on the concept of using spreads over
the benchmark rate to arrive at the yields foripgdhe non-traded security.

The Yields for pricing the non-traded debt secunipuld be arrived at using the process as described

Step A

A Risk Free Benchmark Yield is built using the goraent securities (GOI Sec) as the base. GOI
Secs are used as the benchmarks as they are teglddrly, free of credit risk, and traded across
different maturity spectra every week.

Step B

A Matrix of spreads (based on the credit risk) usltbfor marking up the benchmark yields. The
matrix is built based on traded corporate papethenvholesale debt segment of an appropriate stock
exchange and the primary market issuances. Theixmatrrestricted only to investment grade
corporate paper.
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Step C
The yields as calculated above are Marked-up/Madan for illiquidity risk.

Step D
a. Construction of Risk-Free Benchmark
Using Government of India dated securities, thedBerark shall be constructed as below:

METHODOLOGY

Government of India Dated securities will be gradipgo the following duration buckets viz., 0.5-
1 year, 1-2 years, 2-3 years, 3-4 years, 4-5 y®&asyears and greater than 6 years and the volume
weighted yield would be computed for each bucketdkdingly, there will be a benchmark YTM for
each duration bucket. These duration buckets mapaeged to reflect the market value more closely
by any agency suggested by AMFI giving benchmaeldymatrix of spreads over benchmark yield

The benchmark as calculated above will be set weeakid in the event of any change in the Reserve
Bank of India (RBI) policies affecting interesteatduring the week, the benchmark will be reset to
reflect any change in the market conditions.

Note: The concept of duration over tenor has bé@sen in order to capture the reinvestment risk. It
is intended to gradually move towards a methodotbgy incorporates the continuous curve approach
for valuation of such securities. However, in vieinthe current lack of liquidity in the corporatertal
markets, a continuous curve approach to valuationldvbe necessarily based on limited data points,
and this would result in out of line valuations. &s interim methodology therefore it is proposedt th
the Duration Bucket approach be adopted and camisly tracked in order to fine tune the duration
buckets on a periodic basis. Over the next fewsyéais expected that with the deepening of the
secondary market trading, it would be possible #kena gradual move from the Duration Bucket
approach towards a continuous curve approach.

The Yields so arrived at are used to price thefqiaot
b. Building a Matrix of Spreads for Marking-up tBenchmark Yield

Mark-up for credit risk over the risk free benchkn&TM as calculated in step a, will be determined
using the trades of corporate debentures/bondsffefent ratings. All trades on appropriate stock
exchanges during the fortnight prior to the bendkntate will be used in building the corporate
YTM and spread matrices. Initially these matricedl e built only for corporate securities of
investment grade. The matrices are dynamic andspheads will be computed every week. The
matrix will be built for all duration buckets forhich the benchmark GOI matrix is built to effective
link the corporate matrix with the GOI securitieatnix.

All traded paper (with minimum traded value of R<rore) will be classified by their ratings
and grouped into 7 duration buckets; for rated stes|, the most conservative publicly available
rating will be used.

For each rating category, average volume weighiedd will be obtained both from trades on
the appropriate stock exchange and from the primeamket issuances.

Where there are no secondary trades on the apg@tock exchange in a particular rating
category and no primary market issuances durindattieight under consideration, then trades on
the appropriate stock exchange during the 30 daipgerior to the benchmark date will be
considered for computing the average YTM for swating category.
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If the matrix cannot be populated using any owoélihe above steps, then credit spreads from
trades on appropriate stock exchange of the releating category over the AAA trades will be
used to populate the matrix.

In each rating category, all outliers will be rerad for smoothening the YTM matrix.

Spreads will be obtained by deducting the YTM acte duration category from the respective
YTM of the GOI securities.

In the event of lack of trades in the secondaryketaand the primary market the gaps in the
matrix would be filled by extrapolation. If the s@ads cannot be extrapolated for the reason of
practicality, the gaps in the matrix will be filléy carrying the spreads from the last matrix.

c. Mark-up/ Mark-down Yield

The Yields calculated would be marked-up/markedwdto account for the illiquidity risk, promoter
background, finance company risk and the issuessalsk. As the level of illiquidity risk would be
higher for non-rated securities, the marking preckEs rated and non-rated securities, would be
differentiated as follows

(i) Adjustments for Securities rated by external rding agencies:

The Yields so derived out of the above methodologuld be adjusted to account for risk
mentioned above.

A discretionary discount/premium of upto +100/4i#5is points for securities having a duration
of upto 2 years and upto +75/- 25 basis pointsémurities having duration higher than 2 years
will be permitted to be provided for the above nmmtd types of risks. The rationale for the
above discount structure is to take cognizancehef differential interest rate risk of the
securities. This structure will be reviewed perazadly.

Adjustments for Internally Rated Securities:

To value an un-rated security, the fund managertdiassign an internal credit rating, which

will be used for valuation. Since un-rated instratsetend to be more illiquid than rated

securities, the yields would allow discretion menéd below to account for the aforesaid risks
is inadequate as debt securities of similar mataitd credit rating are being traded over wide
range of yields.

3) Asset backed securities

variable are valued on the same basis as thabfotnaded securities with residual maturity over
182 days.

Asset backed securities with a residual maturityoul82 days and where cashflows are
variable are valued on the basis of amortisatitre, fast valued yield being the base for
amortisation.

4) Government Securities

Government securities are valued at prices obtdioed CRISIL in accordance with the guidelines
for valuation of securities for mutual funds issugdSEBI.

5) Money Market Instruments (including Collateralised Borrowing & Lending Obligation)

While investments in Call money, Bills purchaseddem rediscounting scheme, Collateralised
Borrowing & Lending Obligation and short term dep®svith banks shall be valued at cost plus
accrual; other money market instruments shall daedaat the yield at which they are currently

traded. Non-traded money market instruments areedalat cost/last valuation price (including

accrued interest till the beginning of the day)spthe difference between the redemption value
(inclusive of interest) and cost / last valuatiaicg, spread uniformly over the remaining maturity
period of the instrument.

6) Repos

Instruments bought on ‘repo’ basis are valued atrdésale price after deduction of applicable irdere
upto date of resale.
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7) Valuation of Derivative Products

i) The valuation of untraded derivatives shall be dionaccordance with the valuationethod for
untraded investments prescribed in sub clausemnd)(ii) of clause 2 of the Eighth Schedule to
the Securities and Exchange Board of India (Mutuaids) Regulations, 1996 as amended by
SEBI Circular No.MFD/CIR/8/92/2000 and MFD/CIR/188)2001 dated September 18, 2000
and March 28, 2001 respectively.

In accordance with SEBI guidelines, the Fund entersto derivative transactions in the form of
Interest Rate Swaps for the purposes of hedging armbrtfolio balancing.

RBI vide its circular no. MPD.BC.191/07.01.279/192®00 dated November 1, 1999 has permitted
mutual funds to enter into Interest Rate Swaps/BaiwRate Agreement for hedging and portfolio
balancing. As per RBI circular no MPD.BC.187/072¥R/1999-2000 dated July 7, 1999 it specifies
that “The Swap that is accounted for like a hedgmukl be accounted for on accrual basis except the
swap designated with an asset or liability thatdsried at market value or lower of cost or market
value in the financial statements. In that cagesthiap should be marked to market with the regultin
gain or loss recorded as an adjustment to the maakaee of designated asset or liability.”

As per the said circular, swaps less than 6 mawothg amortised and more than six months has to be
valued/marked to market.

The valuation methods have not been prescribeereitih RBI, SEBI or AMFI and as per Eighth
Schedule of SEBI Regulation, the security shouldnaeked to market and the Mutual Fund should
adopt fair valuation methods.

For valuation purposes we adopt the end of theb@aghmarks released by Reuters for both OIS and
MIFOR. In the case of INBMK Reuters does not prevahd of day benchmarks. Hence we need to
poll the market for benchmarks. End of day, at 3204, available indicative quotes would be taken
from three market participants who can be polledBid / Ask quotes for the available swap tenors.
The highest and the lowest Bid / Ask to be elimadar each tenor.
Simple arithmetic average to be taken of the régie quotes and this is to be taken
as the benchmark

The valuation guidelines as outlined above arecappevailing Regulations and are subject to change
from time to time in conformity with changes madeSEBI.

All expenses and incomes accrued up to the valuataie shall be considered for computation of
NAV. For this purpose, major expenses like managerfees and other periodic expenses would be
accrued on a day to day basis. The minor expemgksaome will be accrued on a periodic basis,
provided the non-daily accrual does not affectNi#8/ calculations by more than 1%.

Any changes in securities and in the number ofsupdét recorded in the books not later than the first
valuation date following the date of transactidrthls is not possible given the frequency of thet N
Asset Value disclosure, the recording may be dellay#o a period of seven days following the date
of the transaction, provided that as a result ef tbn-recording, the Net Asset Value calculations
shall not be affected by more than 1%.

In case the Net Asset Value of a scheme differsnbye than 1%, due to non - recording of the
transactions, the investors or scheme/s as thencageée, shall be paid the difference in amount as
follows:-

(i) If the investors are allotted units at a priigher than Net Asset Value or are given a price
lower than Net Asset Value at the time of saleheirtunits, they shall be paid the difference in
amount by the scheme.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES & STANDARDS

In accordance with the Regulations, the AMC willdw the accounting policies and standards, as
detailed below:

a) The AMC, for the Scheme, shall keep and maintaioper books of account, records and

documents, so as to explain its transactions amtistdose at any point of time the financial pasiti
of the Scheme and, in particular, give a true amview of the state of affairs of the Fund.
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b) For the purposes of the financial statements Stheme shall mark all investments to market and
carry investments in the balance sheet at markeeévilowever, since the unrealized gain arising out
of appreciation on investments cannot be distrihuprovision shall be made for exclusion of this
item when arriving at distributable income.

c) In respect of all interest-bearing investmemisome shall be accrued on a day-to-day basisias it
earned. Therefore, when such investments are pedhanterest paid for the period from the last
interest due date up to the date of purchase sbalbe treated as a cost of purchase but shall be
debited to Interest Recoverable Account. Similarijerest received at the time of sale for theqakri
from the last interest due date up to the datalef siust not be treated as an addition to salesvalt
shall be credited to Interest Recoverable Account.

d) In determining the holding cost of investmemtsl ahe gains or loss on sale of investments, the
“average cost” method shall be followed for eaatusiéy.

e) Transactions for purchase or sale of investr&mdall be recognised as of the trade date andsnot a
of the settlement date, so that the effect ofralestments traded during a financial year are chatbr
and reflected in the financial statements for thadr. Where investment transactions take place
outside the stock market, for example, acquisittolough private placement or purchases or sales
through private treaty, the transaction would lmréed, in the event of a purchase, as of theatate
which the Scheme obtains an enforceable obligatgmay the price or, in the event of a sale, when
the Scheme obtains an enforceable right to caltecproceeds of sale or an enforceable obligaton t
deliver the instruments sold.

f) Where income receivable on investments has leerued and has not been received for a period
specified in the guidelines issued by SEBI, pravrisshall be made by debiting to the revenue account
for the income so accrued in the manner specifieguidelines issued by SEBI

g) When units are sold, the difference betweers#e price and the face value of the unit, if pesjt
shall be credited to reserves and if negative dfeatiebited to reserves, the face value beingtecedi

to Capital Account. Similarly, when units are reghased, the difference between the purchase price
and face value of the unit, if positive, shall bited to reserves and, if negative, shall be tzddd
reserves, the face value being debited to the &lapitount.

h) When units are sold an appropriate part of #ile proceeds shall be credited to an Equalisation
Account and when units are repurchased an apptepaimount would be debited to Equalisation
Account. The net balance on this account shallrbdited or debited to the Revenue Account. The
balance on the Equalisation Account debited oritgddo the Revenue Account shall not decrease or
increase the net income of the Fund but is onladjnstment to the distributable surplus. It shall,
therefore, be reflected in the Revenue Account aftgr the net income of the Fund is determined.

i) The cost of investments acquired or purchasel éhclude brokerage, stamp charges and any
charge customarily included in the broker’'s bouglote. In respect of privately placed debt
instruments any front-end discount offered shallreduced from the cost of the investment. j)
Underwriting commission shall be recognised asmageonly when there is no devolvement on the
Scheme. Where there is devolvement on the Schémédull underwriting commission received and
not merely the portion applicable to the devolvetrsrall be reduced from the cost of the investment.

The accounting policies and standards outlined @tare as per the existing Regulations and are
subject to change as per changes in the Regulations

Guidelines for Identification and Provisioning for Non Performing Assets (Debt Securities) for
Mutual Funds:
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(a) Definition of a Non Performing Asset (NPA):

An ‘asset’ shall be classified as non performifighe interest and/or principal amount have nonbee
received or remained outstanding for one quartanfthe day such income / installment has fallen
due.

(b) Effective date for classification and provisioing of NPAs :

The definition of NPA may be applied after a quapast due date of the interest. For e.g. if the du
date for interest is 30.06.2003, it will be clagsifas NPA from 01.10.2003.

(c) Treatment of income accrued on the NPA and futter accruals:

* After the expiry of the 1st quarter from the d#ie income has fallen due, there will be no furthe
interest accrual on the asset i.e. if the due fimtanterest falls on 30.06.2003 and if the prosisof
principal was made due to the interest defaultg.onl

(d) Provision for NPAs - Debt Securities:
Both secured and unsecured investments once thegeognized as NPAs call for provisioning
in the same manner and where these are relatéols® ended schemes the phasing would be such
as to ensure full provisioning prior to the closwkthe scheme or the scheduled phasing
whichever is earlier.

The value of the asset must be provided in theviahg manner or earlier at the discretion of the
fund. Fund will not have discretion to extend tlegipd of provisioning. The provisioning against
the principal amount or installments should be mad&e following rates irrespective of whether
the principal is due for repayment or not.

10% of the book value of the asset should be gealior after 6 months past due date of interest
i.e. 3 months from the date of classification &f #sset as NPA.

20% of the book value of the asset should be geml/for after 9 months past due date of interest
i.e. 6 months from the date of classification & #sset as NPA.

Another 20% of the book value of the assets shbeldrovided for after 12 months past due date
of interest i.e. 9 months form the date of clasaifon of the asset as NPA.

Another 25% of the book value of the assets shbalgrovided for after 15 months past due date
of interest i.e. 12 months from the date of classifon of the asset as NPA.

The balance 25% of the book value of the assatlghze provided for after 18 months past due
date of the interest i.e. 15 months form the datdassification of the assets as NPA.

Book value for the purpose of provisioning for Ni?ghall be taken as a value determined as per
the prescribed valuation method.

An asset is reclassified, as ‘standard assely arhen both overdue interest and overdue
instalments are paid in full and there is satigfgciperformance for a subsequent period of 6
months.

(f) Receipt of past dues :

When the fund has received income/principal amaitet their classifications as NPAs,

For the next two quarters, income should be reisegnon cash basis and thereafter on accrual
basis. The asset will be continued to be classd@dPA for these two quarters.

During this period of two quarters although thsedss classified as NPA no provision needs to be
made for the principal if the same is not due amdtanding.
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If part payment is received towards principal, #eset continues to be classified as NPA and
provisions are continued as per the norms set)abdve. Any excess provision will be written
back.

(g) Classification of Deep Discount Bonds as NPAs

Investments in Deep Discount Bonds can be claskifis NPAs, if any two of the following
conditions are satisfied:

If the rating of the Bond comes down to grade ‘BBbelow.
If the company is defaulting in their commitmeimsespect of other assets, if available.

Full Net worth erosion.

Provision should be made as per the norms se} abie as soon as the asset is classified as NPA.

Full provision can be made if the rating comes dowio grade ‘D’.

(h) Reschedulement of an asset :

(i)

In case any company defaults on either interegtriocipal amount and the fund has accepted a
reschedulement of the schedule of payments, treefollowing practice may be adhered to:

In case it is a first reschedulement and ontgrest is in default, the status of the asset, hame
‘NPA’ may be continued and existing provisions ddaot be written back. This practice should
be continued for two quarters of regular servionghe debt. Thereafter, this may be classified as
‘performing asset’ and the interest provided maybigen back.

If the reschedulement is done due to defaulhterest and principal amount, the asset should be
continued as non-performing for a period of 4 qerarteven though the asset is continued to be
serviced during these 4 quarters regularly. Thegeahis can be classified as ‘performing asset’

and all the interest provided till such date shdaddwritten back.

If the reschedulement is done for a seconditliime or thereafter, the characteristic of NPA
should be continued for eight quarters of reguéawising of the debt. The provision should be
written back only after it is reclassified as ‘merhing asset'.

Disclosure in the Half Yearly Portfolio Reports

The mutual funds shall make scripwise disclosafeNPAs on half yearly basis along with the
half yearly portfolio disclosure.

The total amount of provisions made against thédNghall be disclosed in addition to the total
guantum of NPAs and their proportion of the assétthe mutual fund scheme. In the list of
investments an asterisk mark shall be given agamsh investments, which are recognized as
NPAs. Where the date of redemption of an investrhastlapsed, the amount not redeemed shall
be shown as ‘Sundry Debtors’ and not investmentvigeml that where an investment is
redeemable by instalments that will be shown amasstment until all instalments have become
overdue.

The guidelines for identification and provisionifag non-performing assets in respect of debt
securities are as per the existing Regulationsaamdubject to change as per changes in the
Regulations.

The Fund will receive all its income without anyddetion of tax at source under the provisions of
Section 196(iv) of the Act.
